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March 25th, The independence day in
Greece

March 25 is both a national (revolution against the
Turks) and religious holiday (Annunciation). March 25
is the nameday for Vangelis or Evangelos and Vangelio
or Evangelia or Eva.

There is a school flag parade in every town and village
and a big armed forces parade in Athens , the capital
of Greece .

The Byzantine Empire fell to the Turks in 1453 and
the Greeks remained under the Ottoman rule for near-
ly 400 years. During this time their language, their
religion and their sense of identity remained strong.

March 25, 1821 the bishop Germanos of Patras raised
the Greek flag at the Monastery of Agia Lavra in Pelo-
ponnese and one more revolution started against the
Turks. The people of Greece shouted "Freedom or
Death" and they fought the War of Independence for 9
years (1821-1829) until a small part of modern Greece
was finally liberated and it was declared an independ-
ent nation.

The struggle for the liberation of all the lands inhabit-
ed by Greeks continued. In 1864, the Ionian islands
were added to Greece; in 1881 parts of Epirus and
Thessaly. Crete, the islands of the Eastern Aegean and
Macedonia were added in 1913 and Western Thrace in
1919. After World War II the Dodecanese islands were
also returned to Greece.

The feast of the Annunciation marks the visit of the
angel Gabriel to the Virgin Mary, during which he told
her that she would be the mother of Jesus Christ, the
Son of God. It is celebrated on 25 March each year.

More importantly, since it occurs 9 months before the
birth of Jesus on Christmas Day, the Annunciation
marks the actual incarnation of Jesus Christ - the
moment that Jesus was conceived and that the Son of
God became the son of the Virgin.

Shall we travel? - to meet Greece
Why Meteora?

In central Greece and particularly in the North West-
ern part of Thessaly, between North East of Hasia and
West of Pindos, where the plain of Thessaly ends, gi-
gantic rocks raise, that create a spectacle which
might be unique worldwide.

U.N.E.S.C.O has characterized the Holy Meteora as a
"monument of Humanity that has to be maintained".
They don't belong only to Greece but also to the en-
tire world. The same is valid for the Mount Athos, the
Mistra, the Holy Monastery of Saint Lucas etc. So, the
monasteries of the Meteora are included in the Monu-
ments of world cultural Heritage, because they are a
unique harmonious matching of Byzantine architec-
ture and natural beauty.

The Holy Monastery of Great Meteoron.

It is the biggest of the Meteorite monasteries. The
church 'Katholikon', honoured to the 'Transfiguration'
was erected in the middle of 14th c. and 1387/88 and
decorated in 1483 and 1552. The old monastery is
used as a museum, nowdays.

How to come to Meteora

Meteora is very close to Kalampaka and Kastraki. You
can access Kalampaka from Ioannina, Thessaloniki,
Athens by bus or train.

You can use the following map as a guide to see how
you come to Kalampaka.
